AWARDS: 
Awards will be given to the top four (4) finishers in each weight class.  There are no team awards. 
 

LIMITATIONS: 
There will be a maximum of 300 hundred entries accepted.  Pre-Registration is recommended. Entries will be accepted at the weigh-ins.  No 
entries will be accepted after Tuesday, November 20, 2007. 
 

ELIGIBILITY: 
The tournament is open to any wrestler up through grade eight.  There are no team entries, and teams or groups may enter more than one wrestler in a 
weight class. 
 

WEIGHT CLASS:    
Separate weight classes will be set for fourth grade and under division. 
5th through 8th grade:  65, 70, 75, 80, 85, 90, 95, 100, 105, 110, 115, 120, 125, 135, 150, Unlimited (Maximum of 215 lbs.)
